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Guidline for authors

<JOURNAL DISCRIPTION>

The Journal of Clinical Neuroogy (7}%3) is the regular journal published twice a year by Korean Neurological Association. We accept
a manuscript at any time. The journal publishes research articles in neurology, neuroscience and related fields. Although we are
primarily interested in clinical papers, experimental articles are also considered if they are related to clinical practice. The contribution
rule of this journal is made on the basis of ’the uniform requirement for manuscripts submitted to biomedical journals, Ann Internal
Med. 1997;126:36-47. http://www.acponline.org/journals/annals/01jan97/unifreqr.htm’.

Qualifications for a contributor and an author: The authors should contribute to the research to be published and are responsible
for the content of manuscript. They could explain what the problem was, how they set about solving it, and what can be learned
from the recorded experience.

Nature of manuscript: Original Article, Case Report, Review, and Articles commissioned by editorial committee

Consideration and Publication: The acceptance of the manuscripts is decided by consideration of the editorial committee of the
Korean Neurological Association

Editorial policy: Manuscripts are received with the understanding that they are not under simultaneous consideration by any other
publications.

Copyrights: The copyright of published manuscripts is held by the Korean Neurological Association.

<PREPARATION OF MANUSCRIPT>

Submit four copies of each article, including illustrations. We will not return the manuscripts. The manuscript should be typed on
A4 (210x297mm) high-quality paper, using a font size of 10 points and full double spacing and printed clearly on only one side
of each page. The up-and-down and left-and-right margin should be 2.5 cm or more. Place the page number in the bottom and center
of each page.

In addition, simultaneous submitting of the article through e-mail (for address, see below) is encouraged to expedite the review
process.

Authors may be asked to submit the text of accepted manuscripts on computer disk. Instructions for preparing the disk will be
included with the acceptance letter.

<Original article>

Title page: Titles must be no longer than 110 characters, specific and clear. The page should include the names’ of the authors
followed by their highest academic degree. Institutional affiliation should also be included. Provide the word counts for the entire
manuscript except for the references and legends. List the name, address, telephone number, fax number and e-mail address of the
corresponding author. List acknowledgements on the title page, including acknowledging any financial support from manufactures of
drugs or products.
Abstract: It must be typed on a separate page. Structured abstracts should not exceed 280 words (one double-spaced typed manuscript
page), and be organized by: background and puropose, methods, results, conclusions and key words. For the selection of important
terms within six key words, refer to Medical Subject Heading (MeSH) of Index Medicus.
Introduction: Describe simply and clearly the significance of doing the study. This may also include mention of papers most closely
related to the article, and of the problem.
Materials and Methods: Explanation of the experimental materials and methods including patient and control group, inclusion and
exclusion criteria etc. should be presented clearly and reproducibly. The method of statistics should also be briefly presented when
they are used.
Results: This section should include a concise textual description of the data. The use of tables and figures is encouraged to present
the data clearly.
Discussion: In this section, the data should be interpreted concisely without repeating material already presented in the results section.
Emphasize the new and significant findings. Hypotheses and conclusions must be supported by the data presented by the authors.
References:

-References should be numbered serially in the text, with numbers as unparenthesized superscripts: 3.7, 10-12. They should be

listed on a separate sheet at the end of the paper in that order.



-Unpublished data and personal communications may be cited in the text but should not be listed as references. Authors are
responsible for the accuracy of references.

-Reference format should conform to that set forth in “Uniform Requirements for Manuscripts Submitted to Biomedical Journals™.
-Journal abbreviations should conform to the style used in the Cumulated Index Medicus.

-Do not reference papers that are “submitted”; these can be mentioned in the body of the text. Personal communications should
also be mentioned in the body of the text only.

-List all authors when they are six or fewer; when there are seven or more, list only the first six and add “et al”

Tables:
-Tables should fit within a single page including four or more lines of data
-Type each table, with a title, on a separate sheet.
-The number of tables is limited to five.
-Number tables and figures in the order they are mentioned in the text.
-For footnotes use the following symbols, in this sequence: *, T, ¥, etc
-Authors are obligated to indicate the significance of their observations by appropriate statistical analysis.
Figures:
-To assure optimal detail and contrast, figures must be first generation glossy or laser prints or original artwork.
-Glossy prints should be equal to or larger than 102x152 mm (46 inches) and should not be larger than 203x254 mm (8%10
inches).
-Composites that are photographs of photographs may be used for review purposes, but are not acceptable for reproduction if the
manuscript is accepted.
-We will reduce the size of illustrations when appropriate.
-Explanatory lettering should be described with full sentence after named a subtitle underneath the figure and not extend beyond
the ends of the axes.
-We require a permission statement for photographs of a recognizable patient.
-On the back of each figure, indicate part of the title, the number, and the top of the figure. Those are written in pencil.
-Internal scale markers must appear on microscopic photographs; those received without scale markers will be retumned to the
author for placement.
-Legends for figures should appear on a separate page.
-The complete expense of reproducing color photographs will be charged to the authors.

Review
This is the review or the summary of the important recent information on a given topic. The structures of abstract and text do
not have to follow the format used in original articles. References should cite the most important papers in the field (generally
not more than 60).

Case Report
This consists of no more than 1,100 words and has an abstract of no more than 90 words, within three Key words, up to three
tables or figures, brief introduction without a title as introduction. The abstract must be organized as Background, Case report,
Conclusion. The number of references should be no more than 10.
